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DIRECTIONS FOR USE
Dilute 1/4 cup (2 oz) Auburn in 1 gallon warm water. 
For heavy cleaning, dilute 1/2 cup (4 oz) Auburn per 1 gallon warm water. 
Apply with a clean, well wrung out mop, and mop up any excess water. No visible residue left. No 
visible rinsing required.
